Eligibility Requirements:

· Affiliation with a Georgia-based educational institution or organization.
· Current enrollment in a graduate program having attempted a minimum of six semester hours of credit in an accredited program. 
· Have an approved program of study.

· Intend to pursue a career in adult education.

· Previous recipients are not eligible.

· Current paid membership in GAEA and active membership in three of the previous five years (to be certified by the GAEA Administrative Assistant).

Required Documentation:
· A written statement (no more than 500 words) describing how the applicant’s program of study relates to his/her personal career goals and commitment to the field of continuing education.
· A copy of the applicant’s approved program of study along with transcripts of all work toward that degree.
· Verification of current enrollment from the registrar of the applicant’s institution.

· A current resume including degrees and institutions attended, previous work experience, honors and awards, and community service.
· A statement of activities and participation in GAEA.

· Three letters of recommendation including:

· A practitioner in the field of adult/continuing education with reference to the applicant’s achievements and aspirations

· A current supervisor providing an evaluation of job performance and a statement of any reimbursement from the applicant’s home institution.
· An appropriate faculty member within the applicant’s academic department providing an evaluation of academic performance and potential
The applicant should provide a formal request for funding including the amount of funds requested.  

The funding is not available to members who receive full reimbursement from his/her home institution.  (In case of partial reimbursement, the total reimbursement from all sources cannot exceed the cost of tuition, books and fees).
Payment will be made following the completion of the semester of study and submission of the grade reporting for the semester to the GAEA treasurer.

The awarding of the GAEA Academic Scholarship is based entirely on merit and is not necessarily awarded each year.  The award is limited to one award per academic year with the amount set by the GAEA Board of Directors.  The award is up to $2000 based on the income from the GAEA scholarship investment account.  Specific criteria are as follows:
