Eligibility Requirements:

· Affiliation with a Georgia-based educational institution or organization.
· Active participation in adult/continuing education.
· Current paid membership in GAEA and a member in good standing for three or less years.  Dues must have been received by the administrative assistant by December 31 of the year prior to the conference the stipend will be applied to.
· The stipend can only be used by a first-time attendee when the first and second attendee from an institution is paid by the institution.  An institution can have only one participant in a three-year period.
Required Documentation:
· A written statement (no more than 500 words) describing the educational and employment background of the applicant.   
· A list of funding sources that will assist in paying for the program.  
· A formal request for the funds needed (not to exceed the registration cost for the upcoming Georgia conference).

· A letter of support from a current supervisor.  The supervisor should also include the total travel funds for the applicant’s unit.
The New Member Stipend is available only once to a new member who has less than three years within the organization.  The stipend is available for first time attendees only provided the home institution has registered at least two other participants.  The program is limited to a total not to exceed three stipends granted.  The funds can be granted ONLY for participation in the GAEA state conference.  The funds cannot be granted for participation in any program that is fully funded by the applicant’s institution.

Funds are payable directly to the host institution.  In the event the applicant does not participate in the program, he/she will be liable to repay the organization the full amount funded.  The applicant must participate in the complete program.
