Eligibility Requirements:

· Affiliation with a Georgia-based educational institution or organization.
· Active participation in adult/continuing education.
· Current paid membership in GAEA and active membership in two of the previous five years (to be certified by the GAEA Administrative Assistant).

Required Documentation:
· A written statement (no more than 500 words) describing the activity and how it relates to the applicant’s position in adult/continuing education and how it will enhance the applicant’s job performance.   Include a statement of past and current experience in the field, honors and awards, and memberships in professional organizations.  Also, include information on participation in GAEA activities.

· Description of the activity (may be a printed program).
· A list of funding sources that will assist in paying for the program.  
· A formal request for the funds needed (not to exceed $500).

· A letter of support from a current supervisor.

The Professional Development Scholarship can be granted at anytime during the academic year with the approval of the Board of Directors.  The program is limited to a total not to exceed $1000 in total scholarships granted based on the income from the GAEA scholarship investment account.  The applicant shall be eligible for participation only once during a five year period, and can not request funds for the same program.  The funds cannot be granted for participation in GAEA activities.  The funds cannot be granted for participation in any program that is fully funded by the applicant’s institution.

Funds are payable upon completion of the activity.  The applicant must provide documentation of funds spent for reimbursement.
