PURPOSE

Practica, the official journal of GAEA, publishes articles on issues and applications in 

adult/continuing education and related fields.  Articles include research-based monographs, position papers, analyses of unusual programs completed or currently in use, presentations of successful programs, brief program summaries, as well as book reviews and interviews with leaders in the field.  Practica is distributed to GAEA members and via subscriptions to provide a forum through which practitioners may share information and viewpoints, contributing to practice and scholarship in continuing education.

RELATIONSHIP WITH OFFICERS AND OTHER COMMITTEES

The Editorial Board reports to the President of GAEA via the Chair/Editor.

BUDGETARY RESPONSIBILITIES

Expenses for the publication of Practica and related processes are reimbursed through the Operating Division section of the annual budget.  The Chair is responsible for monitoring the publication budget and providing biannual summaries to the Treasurer.
EDITORIAL BOARD PROCESSES AND PROCEDURES

The Editor is responsible for the receipt, processing, and editing of manuscripts, as well as the publication of the journal twice yearly.  The Editorial Board is responsible for reviewing manuscripts designated as juried articles and with the Editor has oversight of  the form and content of the journal.  

Both GAEA members and non-members may contribute material for publishing consideration.  Guidelines for material submission are included in each issue of Practica.  Material may be submitted at any time during the year.
